H ISTORICAL  FACTS :  

The original building, named ñUniversity House,ò opened its doors in June, 1974, with a 
square footage of 86,006. The facility housed food venues, a rathskellar, offices for 
administrative and student services, a  bookstore, the game room and six meeting rooms.  
The major addition and renovation of 54,424 sq. ft. was completed in September, 1991, 
housing ballrooms, cafeteria, Gracieôs Grill, Faculty Club, game room, and Student Affairs 
Offices. On this date, the building was renamed in honor of the late Florida Senator 
Ernest R. Graham.  The  most recent addition of 67,320 sq. ft. was dedicated in 
September, 1997; it offers a mini-mall, food court and 23 academic classrooms. In 2006, 
a  32,753 sq. ft.  Expansion created a two-story facility to house, on the ground floor, a 
food court, expanded offices for  the GC administration, PantherCard, Kaplan Center,  
Computer Lab, Hair Salon, Spa and Atrium.  The second floor accommodates offices for 
Student Government and Campus Life (Greeks, Volunteer Action Center, Leadership 
Center, Student Organizations and Programming councils). 

FACILITIES :  

The Centerôs space and facilities of approximately 303,840 sq. ft. are used primarily for 
the enrichment of student and University life and offer a myriad of social, cultural, 
recreational, and educational programs. It houses ballrooms with a seating capacity of 
900, a Faculty Club for 180, and a Panther Suite for 100, two auditoriums, five meeting 
rooms, 23 academic classrooms, 120 offices, Aramark food services, two food courts, 
and a mini-mall anchored by a state-of-the-art bookstore.  

SERVICES : 

The divisions of Student Affairs and Business and Finance offer a wide range of services 
and amenities through numerous departments: Campus Life, Student Government, 
Career Services, Center for Leadership Development & Service, Disability Resource 
Center, Graham Center, International Student  and Scholar Services, Student Conduct 
and Conflict Resolution, Multicultural Programs and Services, Ombudsman, Orientation 
and Commuter Student Services, Radio Station, Student Newspaper (The Beacon), 
Victim Advocacy Center, Womenôs Center.  The Graham Center assists with reservations, 
event planning, event production, audio-visual, sound & lighting support, catering, food 
services, Information Desk, computer lab, photo ID card, cashiering, bulletin boards, lost 
& found, vending refunds, locker rental, ATMs, customer service/help office, notary public 
and more. 

AMENITIES : 

Attractive facilities house a Student Art Gallery, the Faculty Club, a food court (cafeteria), 
Gracieôs Grill, Pollo Tropical, Caf® Bustelo, Sushi, Burger King, Einstein Bagels and 
Subways, a game room, a mini-mall including a Toshiba center, Panther Stop, bookstore, 
Childrenôs Express Center, Jamba Juice, University Credit Union, vending machines, 
Afroditaôs Garden, Santiôs Hair and Nail Salon and Waves Spa.  

PANTHER CARD I.D.:  

The PantherCARD Office issues the Universityôs official ID card to students, faculty, staff 

and University affiliates. The PantherCARD is activated for access to services and 

programs at all campuses, including: Libraries, Recreation Services, University Health 
Services, Student Government, Homecoming elections, computer labs, Career Services, 
Financial Aid Book Advance, electronic door access, University and Athletic events: con-
certs, lectures, comedy shows, barbecues, football games and more. 
The PantherCARD also serves as a debit card for purchases/payments of food, books, 

tuition, parking and incidentals at: Student Financials and Cashierôs Offices, Bookstores, 
Panther Stop Convenience Store, Fresh Food Company and all food services  (UP & 
BBC), Breezeway Caf®, Cashierôs Office/Student Financials (UP, BBC & GC), Toshiba 
Center, printing in computer labs, Library copy machines, Career Services, Game Room, 
University Health Services, Parking & Traffic, Recreation Services (UP), FIU bus shuttle 
tickets (GC Office and Information Center), University Technology Services (software and 
licensing), Afroditaôs Garden, Santi Hair and Nails, GC Cart Vendors (jewelry, perfume, 
etc.), Housing laundry machines, vending machines (GC, DM and Panther Hall) and 
more.
